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Overview
The Easter Wellbeing Camps were delivered over four days: 15th, 16th, 22nd, and 23rd April, offering a safe, inclusive, and engaging environment for children during the school holidays. These sessions were part of our ongoing commitment to supporting families in the community, particularly during times that can place additional strain on household budgets.

Attendance & Engagement
Each session welcomed between 35–40 children, a strong turnout that reflects both the popularity and the need for this provision. Notably, several new families joined after hearing positive feedback from other parents, demonstrating the growing reputation and trust in the programme.

Parent & Child Feedback
Parents expressed deep appreciation for the free access to the camps, highlighting the value of having a safe space where their children could be fed, active, and happy. Many asked about future sessions, sharing that their children had “loved it” and were eager to return.

Inclusive Practice & Child Wellbeing
The camps were designed to be inclusive and nurturing, ensuring every child felt welcome and supported. Staff played a key role in:

· Encouraging participation and confidence-building
· Offering alternative activities to suit individual preferences
· Promoting outdoor play (weather permitting), which for some children may be their only opportunity for fresh air and exercise during the holidays

The focus remained on fun, friendship, and emotional wellbeing, helping children to temporarily set aside any worries they may face at home or elsewhere.

Support for Families
The camps provided:

· Nutritious meals during sessions, with discreet options for children to take extra food home if needed
· A safe and structured environment during school holidays
· Relational support for parents/carers through daily engagement at drop-off and pick-up

This approach has helped build trust and rapport with families, enabling staff to identify needs and signpost to further support services where appropriate.

Community Impact
The sessions continue to make a meaningful difference in a deprived area, offering not just childcare but a lifeline of support for families. The team remains committed to finding new ways to meet the evolving needs of the community.
