
A young person who had not long turned 18 ended up becoming homeless as well as jobless in the run up to Christmas last year. They made a claim for UC but since the waiting period for payment is 5 weeks we decided to use the SDDF to pay them a weekly allowance of £40.00. This meant that the Advanced Payment which they had applied for from the DWP was smaller than would otherwise have been the case leaving her with less debt to repay once her benefits came through.
They subsequently moved into supported accommodation in Cardigan and soon found work on a local dairy farm (where they are still employed). The SDDF did not make all her problems go away. But it helped to ensure that they were able to negotiate what was by any definition an extremely difficult transition to adult life.
